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JABEZ TURTON 

1811- 1894 

 

Jabez was born Oct 20
th
 1811 in Manchester, Lancashire and he was christened Dec 1

st
 1811 at 

the Wesleyan Chapel on Great Bridgwater Street in Manchester.

The family moved to Newcastle upon Tyne in 1813 and then in 1815 to Hull, Yorkshire.  Jabez, 

as his older brothers were, was educated at Woodhouse Grove School.

   Jabez started in 1822 and it is 

not recorded when he finished.  He would have been eleven at the time which is a couple of years older 

than his brothers started. 

 

Jabez met and later married Ann Linsley Kirk on November 23
rd
 1837 at the Parish Church in 

Leeds, Yorkshire.

  At the time Jabez, age 26 worked as a draper.  Ann's father was Joseph Kirk; a Tinner 

& Brazier.  When they were married Jabez was living on Briggate Street and Ann was living on Back 

Brunswick Street in Leeds. 

 

The 1847  "Directory and Topography [of] Leeds, Bradford, Halifax, Huddersfield, Wakefield 

and the whole of the Clothing Districts of the West Riding of Yorkshire; listed, ñ Turton Jabez, draper, 

hosier, &c. 84 Briggate; h 67 Camp road."

On the 1851 Census, Jabez was 39 years of age, and still living in Leeds.  The family had grown 

and now included Charles Henry (1838), John William (1839), Jabez (1841), Louisa (1843), Fanny 

(1845), Gibson (1846), Ann (1848), Susanna (1850).  The family had two servants living with them, 

Elizabeth Hargeave and Harriet Speight.  
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By 1861 Jabez has moved his family back to Chorlton upon Medlock parish in Lancashire 

County. The family now included the last of their children born to them Katharine Elizabeth (1851).

Also still living with them is Jabez, Gibson, Louisa and Susannah along with three boarders, Eliza 

Banker, Geo. E. Banker and Sarah Greenshield. 

 

At age 59, Jabez is still living in the Parish of Chorlton on Medlock, and with him are Jabez, 

John, Catherine E. and Susannah. When the 1871 census is taken, Ann is not on the premises. Perhaps she 

is staying with a daughter or visiting other family. 

 

By 1881 Jabez and Ann are listed living at 2 Ducie St.  Jabez is 69 and working as a Commission 

Agent and Anne is 66.  Also living with them is their daughter Susannah age 30. 

 

When the 1891 Census is taken, Jabez and Ann are located in the Parish of Hackney in London 

County.   Jabez is "living on his own means."

 Ann and Susan are with him as well as three boarders, 

Robert Mitchell, Stuart Cope, Thomas Nicoll and one sixteen year old servant Alice Allan.  

 

Ann died the following year on November 19
th
 1892.   

 

Jabez was living in North Grantham, Lincoln County when he died Feb 24
th
 1894 at the age of 82.  

His death was caused by senile decay.   Jabezôs son Jabez, who was living at 3 Avenue Road in 

Grantham, registered his death.
