Banns were
published fortheir intended wedding on th@ct. 20", 27" andNov 3rd 1765. Then on theNov 3 1765
Joshua and Martha were married by James Nok&ther the bride nathe groom wasable to sign their
names, and therefore they batlade their mark."
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Joshua and Martha had five children between them, 1 daughter and 4 sons.
