For the second time in his life, Isaac was a widower.  From Bradford, Isaac transferred to 

Sowerby Bridge in 1835; and Wakefield in 1836.  Isaac was made a Supernumerary in 1836, which 

allowed him to retire from the active work of the ministry.  Isaac married for a third time, this time to 

Susannah Robinson, a widow.  They were married September 14
th
 1836 in the Dewsbury Parish Church, 

in Dewsbury. 
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Isaac suffered from asthma and during his retired years was seldom able to leave his home.  In 

1851, Isaac came down with influenza with chronic bronchitis and after a week of suffering, succumbed 

to his illness on April 13
th
 1851.
